Hello and welcome to Fair Weather Dog Training Classes. Your Instructor is:

· Mrs Jennie Fairweather ADTB
The aim of Fair Weather Dog Training club is to teach you to train your dog to be a happy, obedient and sociable pet. You will be taught various exercises which are designed to enable you to bring your dog under your control, using kind and gentle methods. We will show you how to: examine your dog, get your dog to walk beside you on a loose lead, to be able to get them to sit, down and stand on command, to be able to stay in one place for up to 1 minute. We will show you how to get your dog to come back to you when you call them and they will be socialised with other dogs and strangers. Teaching you Clicker Training will help you in training your dog. 
The club is a listed Club for The Kennel Club Good Citizen Dog Scheme and all training is based on this scheme.
This club runs three, ten week courses. Please contact Jennie for the starting dates of the courses:

· The Puppy Foundation Assessment for puppies that can socialise with other dogs after they have completed all their innoculations to those aged less than 5 months. The class starts at 6:45 pm and ends at 7:30pm. Puppies can join the class as soon as they can socialise with other dogs after they have completed all their innoculations.
· The Basic Obedience course is for dogs over 5 months of age. The starting time for this class is 7:30pm and finishes at 8:15pm. In this class, we work towards the Kennel Club Good Citizen Bronze Award. Contact Jennie for the start of the next course.
· The Intermediate/Advanced class is for those dogs who have passed the Kennel Club Bronze Award. Starting time for this class is at 8:15pm, and finishes at 9:00pm. Training continues to a higher standard, plus aiming for the Kennel Club Good Citizen Silver and Gold Awards. In this class we show you how to get your dog to walk to heel off, lead, send away, a two minute stay, etc. For both of these two courses, training consists of:

Weeks 1-8 is spent learning various dog training techniques. 

Week 9 will be a short club test. 
Week 10 (or as soon as possible after) will be the Kennel Club Good Citizen Award test. 
Contact Jennie for the start of the next course.
Now for the Rules and Regulations that every club needs:
· Please do not feed your dog before they come to class as many dogs become excited, especially young ones, and they may vomit, ‘spend a penny’, or even worse! If you cannot bear to make your dog wait for its supper, a light meal (1/4 measure) at midday could be given. However, during training classes they will get lots of treats so they will not be hungry.
· Should a little accident happen, it is your responsibility to ‘mop up’. Equipment and disinfectant are provided so, do not be embarrassed, as it has happened to us all. Walk your dog before they come to classes. Should you need to take them outside whilst here, please DO NOT allow them to soil anywhere a child might play, remembering to ‘pick up’ after your dog. There is a dog litterbin behind the bus shelter on the main road.
· Your dog will be happier and more responsive if you train in soft shoes or trainers. High heels and noisy shoes are not advisable: handlers (and dogs) need to hear the instructions given by the Trainer, so give your dog (and neighbour) a chance. High heels may also make your dog want to ‘keep his distance’. Ladies may prefer to wear trousers or jeans as skirts may flap about the dogs head.
· A pocket that is easily accessible is essential, ’titbits’ are USELESS if you have to get them from the windowsill, or someone else! If your dog has to wait for its reward, the whole point of the exercise is lost.
· DO NOT let your puppy or dog get too close to their neighbour. Remember that although you know your own dog, you are not familiar with the other dogs and it might be unfriendly! Your dog is your responsibility and you must watch it at all times. 
· If you dog is coughing, has a sore throat, has an upset tummy or has had an operation please DO NOT bring him/her to club. Let them recover at home.
· If your bitch is in season/heat, please leave her at home until she has finished. You can still attend the classes without her and not miss out on the training as you can still practice at home.
· Children accompanying adults to training sessions must be kept under control at all times.
· Children are welcome to train their dogs but must be accompanied by a responsible adult at all times.

· Should you have any questions, we shall be pleased to answer them so do ask even if you think it is a silly question because if you have thought it, then someone is probably of the same mind. 
· This club does not refund any money paid for any of the courses. If a handler is unable to come to any of the classes, they will not be entitled to a refund. If the club has to cancel a session/s for any reason, the club will refund that cancelled session.

· Once enrolled on a course, if you are unable to come to any of the classes please telephone Jennie before mid-day on Thursday, to let her know that you are NOT coming.

· Finally, this should be a happy and social occasion for you and your dog, enjoy it and your dog will too.
